§ 110-1 

 

Permit required.   

It shall be unlawful to install power oil burner equipment without a permit. 

§ 110-2 

 

Issuance of temporary permit.   

Upon receipt of an application for a permit, the Chief of the Fire Department shall 
issue a temporary permit for installation. 

§ 110-3 

 

Installation standards.   

Installation shall be in accordance with rules of the New Hampshire Board of Fire 
Control. 

§ 110-4 

 

Issuance of permanent permit.   

After completion, the Chief shall inspect and, if satisfied, shall issue a permanent 
permit for storage of oil and operation of the equipment. 

§ 110-5 

 

Violations and penalties.   

Violators shall be fined ten dollars ($10.) for each day such violation shall exist. 
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
